ü Swept entire City 6 times ï Weather permitting, City sweepers run 8 to 10 

months a year. 

ü Extensive patching for 58 days plus 67 days of miscellaneous patching 

ü Alley Maintenance ï 8 days, applied millings, trimmed trees, etc. 

ü Crack sealed 9 days  

ü Sign Maintenance ï 25 days 

ü Drainage maintenance ï  59 days, which includes cleaning of drop inlets, 

culverts, and open drainage  

ü Weed abatement (burning, cutting, spraying) ï  20 days 

ü Special events ï provided traffic control for 13 special events 

ü Flood mitigation ï 19 days

ü Maintained gravel roads ï 19 days 

ü Applied Micro Slurry to approximately 6 miles of City streets 

ü Maintained the fire line around the city 

ü Snow and ice response ï 40 times ( 23 were call-outs outside of regular 

hours) 

ü Dust suppression ï 1 mile and assisted Landfill with preparation and 

application of dust suppression 

ü Trimmed trees in the right-of-way ï 21 times 

ü In conjunction with Union Pacific Railroad, replaced drainage under 

Railroad tracks at 3rd Street and Water Street.
