County Library

“Dream Big - READ!” is the theme for The Elko-
Lander-Eureka County Library System’s 2012 Summer
Reading Program (SRP). The reading program will
consist of three separate groups — “The Rock-A-Bye
Babies” for children (0 to 3), “The Star Readers” for
children (4 to 11), and “Own The Night” for young
adults (12 to 18).

Participants in “The Rock-A-Bye Babies” will practice
Early Literacy Skills. Babies and their
parents/caregivers will have fun experiencing books
together with enjoyable activities to practice listed on
their special reading log.
